Pattern Information and Tips

The pattern is available in 3 sizes: Size S, M, L. The number of stitches for size M and L is indicated in parentheses.
Due to the weight and length, the garment may stretch slightly during hanging or wearing.

First, knit the back panel. For the two front panels, knit fewer rows than for the back panel. Measure the length of
the front panel before casting off to ensure it matches for you. The front panels should be the same length as the
back panel.

Pattern

Back Panel

Row 1: Cast on 40 (42, 44) stitches using 8mm knitting needles. K all sts

Row 2: P all sts

Row 3: K all sts

Repeat rows 2 and 3 until you have knitted 88 (89, 90) rows, then cast off the sts

Front Panel (2x)
Row 1: Cast on 20 (21, 22) stitches using 8mm knitting needles. K all sts

Row 2: P all sts

Row 3: K all sts

Repeat rows 2 and 3 until you have knitted 86 (87, 88) rows, then cast off the stitches. (Measure before casting off
to ensure the length matches that of the back panel).

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Finishing

Sew the side seams together, leaving approx. 22 (23, 24) cm open for the armholes.
Sew the shoulder seams together.

Weave in all loose ends.

Belt

Row 1: Work 101 (111,121) chains using a 7mm crochet hook. Work 100 (110, 120) sc, ch1, turn.
Row 2-3: 100 (110, 120) sc, chi, turn.
Fasten off and weave in the ends.
